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Sill (SDFILLER)

U-wall jamb (S116)

STEP 1
From outside edge of shower sill, measure
to desired location for shower enclosure. 
Mark with pencil both sides evenly making 
sure both marks are equal in distance from
outside edge of shower sill. These two marks
will be the outside edge of your wall jamb (2).

STEP 2
Using a level, position the wall jambs (2) lining bottom outside edge with 
marks you made with pencil and against the walls with the longer legs 
toward the opening.  Mark through the holes provided for anchoring.  Drill 
3/16” holes and insert plastic anchors (8) for masonry applications or drill 
1/8” tap holes for fiberglass and acrylic units. Secure jambs (2) to the 
walls with #8 x 1” screws (6).

  
STEP 3
Determine which side you would like the door to hinge from. Generally 
hinge off the wall with the plumbing, making sure the door has 90˚ of 
clearance. Position the door assembly (3) into the opening.  Plumb the 
door assembly (3) and secure it to the wall jamb (2) using #6 x 1/2” Tek 
screws (7). Leave a minimum of 1/2" even reveal between door (3) and 
wall jamb (2) top to bottom.

STEP 4
Position the strike jamb (4) onto wall jamb (2) and plumb to the door 
panel.  Once final adjustment is made to align magnet strip on strike 
jamb (4) to magnet strip on door assembly (3) stile, secure strike jamb 
(4) onto wall jambs (2) using 3 #6-20 x 1/2" tek screws (7).

.

STEP 5
(OPTIONAL) For use of bottom sill.
Measure in-between strike jamb (4) and
 hinge jamb on door assembly(3) and cut.
Slide sill (1) ,with longer edge facing outside
of shower, under notch in hinge jamb of door
assembly (3) and flush up to strike jamb (4).

STEP 6
Secure the drip rail (5) with drip rail vinyl (9) to the bottom of the door 
panel using #6-20 x1/2” Tek screws (7).  The drip rail vinyl (9) should drag 
along upright leg of sill (1). The drip rail (5) should also have a slight 
angle back towards hinge side of shower door assembly (3)
NOTE: Drip rail vinyl (9) should be a couple inches longer than drip rail 
(5), leaving excess on hinge side of door assembly (3).
If no sill (1) is used, vinyl drags on shower stall sill.

STEP 7
Caulk all edges and joints exposed to water, using a silicone based caulk 
or other suitable sealant that will prevent water leakage.
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
